Two agribusiness giants [in the United States] are on opposite sides of
the fence about using farmland to produce fuel. Archer Daniels
Midland Co., the country's largest ethanol producer, has taken an
aggressive approach to biofuels including ethanol and biodiesel.
Cargill Inc. has been more conservative in its approach, while actively
pursuing the market. Recent comments by the chairmen of both
companies mirror a larger debate taking place on how big of a
contribution ethanol can make toward reducing America's need for oil
imports, and whether using more corn to make more fuel will lead to
higher food pi'ices. Cargill's chairman and CEO Warren Staley told a
gathering of business writers that he saw producing food as the most
important task for agriculture. Staley contended that, "We have to look
at the hierarchy of value for agricultural land use: food first, then feed
and last fuel," questioning whether subsidies for using land to produce
fuel were good long-term policy, and whether ethanol could put a big
dent in America's dependence on foreign oil: even if the entire U.s.
corn crop were used for ethanol, it would replace only about 20 percent
of domestic gasoline consumption. The chairman of ADM, G. Allen
Andreas, responded by insisting the world has plenty of capacity to
grow food. Andreas attributed global conditions of malnutrition and
hunger to "a lack of infrastructure and a lack of capital" around the
world, not from diverting some food to fuel uses.
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
