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4. “The conception of the global Choosing Wisely campaign has heralded a renewed
interest in addressing low-value care; medical practices such as test ordering,
procedures or prescribing that are either harmful or wasteful. The campaign
nominates low-value practices to be focal points of conversations between patients
and physicians with the ultimate aim of promoting alternative, more appropriate
care. Developing indicators to quantify the extent of low-value medical practices
allows policy priorities to be set and any changes following quality improvement
strategies to be measured.”(Brett et al., 2018; Scott et al., 2015)
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
