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1. Compare and contrast content analysis and grounded theory. Be sure to consider
similarities/differences in aims, type of data, procedures, and epistemology.

2. Coding is perhaps the most fundamental and universal element in text analysis. Discuss how
coding is used in different kinds of studies, ranging from descriptive work to theory building
(e.g., grounded theory) to theory testing (e.g., content analysis). Be sure to discuss similarity and
differences across these different kinds of studies with respect to a) objectives, b) how validity is
handled, and c¢) problems that might arise.

3. Describe the methods that one can use to enhance the potential validity (internal and external) or
trustworthiness of a qualitative research project throughout the research process; that is, in a)

creating a research design; b) analyzing your data; and ¢) writing up your findings.
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
