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If the state is confused with civil society and its determination is equated with the security and protection
of property and personal freedom, the interest of individuals as such becomes the ultimate end for which
they are united; it also follows from this that membership of the state is an optional matter. But the
relationship of the state to the individual is of a quite different kind. Since the state is objective spirit, it'is
only through being a member of the state that the individual himself has objectivity, truth, and ethical
life. Union as such is itself the true content and end, and the destiny of individuals is to lead a universal
