Sustainably managing common natural resources, such as fisheries, water, and forests, is
essential for our long-term survival. Many analysts have assumed, however, that people will
maximize short-term self-benefits — for example, by cutting as much firewood as they can
sell — and warned that this behavior will inevitably produce a “tragedy of the commons,” such
as a stripped forest that no longer produces wood for anyone.
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As part of this book’s argument about how historical political economy processes are
internalized in the lives of vulnerable individuals, this chapter has focused thus far on the
individual emotional experience of the larger, long-term gender revolution. It is important also
to examine the role of the state and public policy. The violent emotional uproars in Candy’s life
might be categorized as pathological, but they also need to be understood in the specific
institutional and state-imposed context that mediates daily survival among the inner-city poor.
In the United States, the government agencies that are supposed to be ameliorating, or at least
regulating, the difficulties faced by poor immigrants and their children are, in fact, openly
hostile to the plight of their “clients.”
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
